Proposed Revision to the Manitowoc Junior Chamber of Commerce Inc. By-Laws

Listed here are the proposed changes to the By-laws that were recommended by the By-law review committee and
approved by the Board of Directors. Only the portions of the By-laws that will be affected are included below. If you
would like to see the By-laws in their entirety, please contact Traci Taylor at 793-8054 or tracit@powercom.net.

1. Restated Articles of Incorporation — update the registered agent to the 2003 president of the Manitowoc

2. Article 1 - Membership Classifications
Section 3

Previously stated: Alumni Membership. Any person of good character having attained the age of Forty (40) or more and
having enjoyed honorable active membership in any chapter having the aforementioned affiliations shall be
eligible for Alumni Membership at his/her request upon receiving Membership shall have all the privileges
of active membership except the right to hold office and vote.

Life Membership may be conferred upon any deserving Active Member by first a vote
of the Board of Directors with no less than nine (9) votes, then by a majority of the general membership
present at the corporation's next meeting. Life Members shall be exempt from the payment of dues but
shall enjoy all the privileges of Active Membership or Alumni Membership, dependent upon age
classification. (As proposed January 19, 2003)

3. Article V — Meetings

Section 1

Previously stated: The Annual Meeting of the corporation shall be held during the eleventh business meeting of each year,
and notice of such meeting shall be mailed to each member. (As amended April, 2002)

As proposed: The Annual (election) Meeting of the corporation shall be held during the eleventh business meeting of

each year, and notice of such meeting shall be mailed to each member. (As proposed January 19, 2003)
